HISTORICAL INFORMATION

Omsk is one of the oldest cities in Siberia. The Omsk
fortress was laid in 1716 by the Cossacks detachment under
command of Lieutenant Colonel Ivan Buchholz.

In 1822 Omsk became the permanent residence of the
Governor General of Western Siberia, at the same time it
was decided to transfer the Main Headquarters of Western
Siberia from Tobolsk to Omsk. Omsk practically became the
main city of Western Siberia.

The construction of the Trans-Siberian Railway played a
major role in the development of Omsk. Due to its position
at the crossing of trade routes Omsk gradually became an
important commerce, industry and transport center of the
region.

At the beginning of the 20th as a result of Pyotr
Stolypin’s reforms the agricultural machine building and
agro-processing began to develop.

After the takeover of 1918 the power in Omsk passed
on to Admiral Alexander Kolchak, who proclaimed himself
the Supreme Ruler of Russia. As a result Omsk became «the
Third capital».

In 1934 the Omsk region was formed, and Omsk gained
the powers of the regional center.

In the days of the World War Il (1941-1945) around 100
industrial metalworking, food, tanning, textile, chemical and
other enterprises were evacuated to Omsk and the Omsk
region.

In the 1950s Omsk became a winner of the all-Union
competition as the garden city, the most well-planned
city of the country. At the same time the industrial and
petrochemical production grew substantially. The merits
of the city enterprises in outer space exploration are
indisputable: they manufacture carrier rockets, landers,
scientific devices and controlling equipment.

Omsk was always a strategically important Russian city.
Today Omsk is the city with rich heritage and perspective
future.

In 2013 the combined heat and power station of OJSC
“TGK-11" (Omsk branch) and isolated generating plants of
the industrial enterprises generated 6,842.1 mln kWh with
power consumption amounting to 10,888.14 million kWh
(own generation share, 62.8%).

0JSC “Omskelektro” operates 0.4-10 kV electrical lines
(more than 3 ths km), 0.4 kV aerial lines (more than 1.5
ths km), 1,515 transformer substations and 93 distribution
centers. OJSC “Omskelektro” carries out measures for
energy saving, accident prevention and better quality of
power supply to consumers.

The Program for the development of power industry
for 2014-2018 was adopted and is currently implemented
in Omsk region.

the Irtysh along Koneva Street;

e formation of main traffic arteries, transport chain of
the city;

e encouraging the traditions of a garden city by
reconstruction of the existing parks, squares, boulevards,
embankments and creation of the new recreational
territories.

Currently Omsk lends support and assistance in
implementation of investment projects in the following
forms:

- providing municipal guarantees according to the
procedure established by the municipal legal acts of
Omsk;

- consulting on investment activities;

- individual monitoring of initiators of investment
projects;

- assistance in obtaining credit resources;

- assistance in the organization of meetings, round
tables, expert platforms concerning implementation of
investment activity;

- attracting the municipal property requiring
reconstruction and capital repairs in investment process;

- granting preferential terms of land use in municipal
property;

- providing budgetary funds as subsidies;

- property participation in authorized capital.

The Working group was formed for consideration
of investment projects planned for realization in Omsk
(hereinafter referred to as the Working group); the
functions of the Public institution of the city of Omsk
“Center for Business Support” (www.omskcpp.ru) were
expanded as it pertained to administration of investment
projects implemented in the territory of the city of Omsk,
using the one stop principle.

Today our city has a number
of large scientific organizations,
such as Omsk scientific center of
the Siberian Branch of the Russian
Academy of Sciences, and the science
in Omsk made a great step forward.
I am referring first of all to physics,
mathematics, chemistry, but also to
humanities.

Information technologies are effectively used to render
more than 70 municipal services using the one stop the
principle and via the Internet. An application can be
remotely filed at the city administration portal: you can
sign up for a kindergarten, request the necessary data from
the city’s archives, order 10 types of certificates concerning
housing matters, architecture, town planning and property
relations without leaving your home.

Two municipal information systems are very popular
with the residents of Omsk: «My house» and «My route».

“Moy Dom” (My House) System provides objective
data on apartment housing of Omsk — from ZIP code to
information on socially significant facilities connected with
the selected house. The condition of life support systems is
monitored round the clock: current shutdowns of gas, heat,
light, hot and cold water are shown on the map with the
estimated time of problem solving for each object.

“Moy Marshrut” (My Route) System is used to view
the public transport on the map of the city in real-time
mode. An important feature of the System is estimated
arrival time of public transport (bus, trolleybus or tram) to a
chosen stop based on the current traffic situation. The work
of connecting to the system the commercial carriers, i.e.
minibus taxis is now under way.

The System versions were developed for mobile devices
of different generations, including applications for iOS and
Android platforms. At the beginning of 2014 following the
results of an independent rating of travel.ru portal the iOS
version of «My route» ranked in the top 10 of the most
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downloaded apps in Russia.

In 2014 the new site of the municipal Center for Business
Support (omskcpp.ru) will be launched. Its goal is uniting
Omsk businessmen in accordance with their business
interests. The site contains the exhaustive information on
support measures provided to small and medium business
in Omsk; there is a convenient search of business partners
and investors. The experts in various fields give consultations
and answer the questions of businessmen.
