Historic Reference

msk was founded in 1716 in the area of confluence

of two rivers - Om and Irtysh — as a small wooden
fortress with a camp of solders and Cossacks, led by
Ivan Buchholz, Lieutenant Colonel of Preobrazhensky
regiment. This outpost situated in Siberia, in southern
part of Russian Empire, played important politico-mil-
itary and economical role for the country.

With the course of time outer settlements, in-
habited by handworkers, traders, Cossacks and re-
tired soldiers, were formed around Omsk fortress. In
1782 the expanded fortress was granted the highest
favour of Empress Catherine II to be called the city
of Omsk.

Active political developments, performed in the
territory of Russia and in its borders in the beginning
of the 19th century contributed to the forming of new
administrative and political centers. The city of Omsk
as the capital of Omsk region, founded in 1822, be-
came the center of development of western Siberia and
steppe areas of Kazakhstan. Only Tobolsk and Tara
fortress gates, the building of guardhouse, house of
Major-General Commandant and the building of Lu-
theran Protestant church were preserved and survived
to the present day.

In the time of development of Omsk as adminis-
trative center, community-minded population sector
had increased. The following educational institu-
tions were opened in the city: Cadet Corps, military
feldsher’s school, parishional schools attached to
city churches. The city was thriving after becoming
the center of West-Siberian Governorate General,
and then the center of Steppe territory and Akmo-
linskaya region. The streets of the city

country. Beginning with the middle of 1950s, Omsk
has become the center of oil-refining and petrochemi-
cal industry in Siberia.

In the 20th century our city became industrial,
scientific, educational and cultural center of the re-
gion, and a “million city”. In difficult conditions of
the market relations formation the city succeeded to
retain natural combination of relics of the past and
modernity, and preserved its scientific and cultural
potential.

of Omsk, for the period from the year 2008 to the
year 2010” that will be transformed in a long-term
one in 2010, is the principal programming document
for support of business entities in the city of Omsk.
In order to lower administrative barriers, regulations
for mutual relations that include clearly-worded de-
scription of terms and procedures to be followed by
parties during agreement procedure, were devel-
oped within the frameworks of the Program. They
include the following regulations: for issuing of per-
mits for outdoor advertizing, acquisition of rights to
land parcels owned by the city, issuing of warrants
for performing redevelopment works, etc.

In 2008 the number of employees of small and
medium entities increased by 1.2%; average salary
of employees has increased by 30% and amounted
13 457 rubles. Turnover of entities has become 2.3 times
as much, and the amount of investments into fixed
assets - 2.5 times as much.

Human Resources

Main goals of Omsk demographic policy include
improvement of demographic situation, stabilization
of population size and formation of prerequisites for
demographic growth. Death rate has decreased and
birth rate has increased in the city of Omsk during the
past few years.

Population size is planned to be stabilized by the
year 2015 with the minimum population rate 1 142 000
citizens. Birth rate increase will provoke a new peak of
young ages that will contribute to the stable long-term
social-economic development.

In conditions of comfortable city environment and
availability of new jobs, the city will become a “point of
attraction” for migrants from less economically deve-
loped neighboring territories, such as, for example,
districts of Omsk region, neighboring regions, and
border regions of North Kazakhstan.

Being an important scientific and educational
center of Siberia, Omsk possesses a serious potential
in the field of training of college-bred specialists and
paraprofessionals.

Omsk is a leader among Siberian cities as per the
number of higher and specialized educational institu-
tions. 31 institutions of higher professional education
and 31 state institutions of secondary professional
education fulfill their activity in the city. At the same
time Omsk is characterized by a large portion of people
with secondary specialized education (277% of citizens).
Such structure of population as per the education level
corresponds to the industrial and production speciali-
zation of the region’s economy. It forms prerequisites
for further strengthening of this specialization on a
macroregion and country scale.

Omsk is an important innovation center. More
than 40 large and medium organizations, including
institutions of Omsk Scientific Center of the Siberian
branch of the Russian Academy of Science, are engaged
in various scientific researches and developments.

Opportunities of Economic Development

The city economy entering to the trajectory of
priority development (relative to average Russian in-
dices) is the basic condition of restructuring, that in its
turn will ensure the leading positions of the city in the
macroregion, and attractiveness of the city for its citi-
zens.

will be located. The layouts of area from Maslenikov
Str. to circular road, Neftyaniki and Stariy Kirovsk are
being developed. Important sites, aimed for housing
projects, are located in this area.

As of the 31st of December of the year 2008, plots
with total area 1079,6 hectares and expected living
floor space of more than 8 mln sq.m, including 630
hectares with expected living floor space of 5,4 min
sq.m., granted by auctions, were used for housing con-
struction.

By the end of the year 2008, 1 003 000 sq.m of
housing were in different stages of construction.

Opportunities for Consumer Market Resources

Consumer market of the city of Omsk is charac-
terized by stability and upsurge of business and invest-
ment activity.

More than 170 000 employees work in the field of
consumer market of the city of Omsk.

Retail turnover in 2008 amounted 153375.7
mln rubles which is 114.4% in comparison with the
year 2007; catering turnover amounted 7706.3 mln
rubles (112.4 % in comparison with the year 2007),
volume of paid services rendered to the population
totaled 39874.5 mln rubles (106.6 % in comparison
with the year 2007). Almost all forms of modern
trade businesses function in Omsk today; modern
standards and technologies are introduced, level of
service is improved. The quality of sales premises,
i.e. techniques, convenience and logistics, is con-
stantly improving.

Decree of Mayor of the city of Omsk No.

These measures will allow imparting more stability to
the investment process.

unique architectural appearance of the city of

Omsk is primarily based on a successful choice
of the place on the junction of the calm river Om and
free Irtysh, and the city’s originality and uniqueness
are determined by buildings erected in different pe-
riods, many of which have become architectural
monuments.

Omsk fortress is the symbol of the city, and its key
cultural object. At the present time, at Mayor’s instiga-
tion, the Omsk fortress is being reconstructed and will
soon become the most important point of interest.

Stylistic trends of Omsk architecture are rather
diversified. It includes the pretentious baroque man-
ner the sample of which is the building of Omsk Aca-
demic Drama Theatre, and moderateness of classicism
which is demonstrated by the central part of Siberian
Cadet Military School.

Lyubinsky Avenue formed in the year 1905 pos-
sesses an attractive architectural originality. The
leading place in the complex of its buildings belongs
to Moscow Bazaar (architect O.Dessin) where dif-
ferent Russian manufacturing partnerships including
P.Ryabushinsky, S.Morozov, Nosov broth., wholesaled
their goods.
